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IJS COMPETITIVE TEST SCORE REQUIREMENTS 2010/11

SINGLES AND PAIRS

The scores required  to achieve Competitive test passes have recently been reviewed, taking into account all changes from the last season and the increased ability and competency of skaters to achieve higher levels than 5 years ago when first introduced.

All elements selected to form the score were based on a Grade of Execution at BASE VALUE ONLY, thereby easily allowing skaters opportunity to increase scores by performing elements to a higher standard.  It is based on the easiest option to meet the required elements and at Level 1 in most cases, again allowing skaters opportunity to increase their scores.

The scales of values used in the calculations are as per the ISU regulations.  This therefore means for the 2010/2011 season that any jump called as under-rotated in the singles and pairs events will receive 70% of the higher value jump, as opposed to 100% of the lower value jump in previous years.

Taking all the factors into consideration, it has been agreed that the scores in singles and pairs will remain exactly as last year, and as per the attached document.  

Novice Singles, Pairs and Novice Dance

Changes from the ISU following Congress were announced in October 2010.  In singles and pairs this meant  changes to the programme content and there are significant changes to the calculations.  .

These changes were implemented on 1st December in UK.  The scores in this document relate to these ISU changes to implement the Advanced Novice within UK.  Test scores will be considered and passes awarded only when ISU Advanced Novice criteria are followed in their entirety, including deductions and component marks.
Junior and Senior Dance

As there are now only 2 segments in the dance events instead of the previous 3, the scores have been adjusted to reflect this.  The same principles have been used to prepare the scores for the Short dance as has been used in previous years for other segments.  These scores were reviewed after IJS Sheffield, JGP Sheffield and Dresden, Nebelhorn  and  Ondrej Nepela and are now confirmed as in the chart below.

ACHIEVING TEST SCORES

Test pass scores are achievable only at the level at which the skater competes.  Scores awarded at recognised Internationals/Club Internationals/Championships are acceptable for accreditation at the corresponding level.  This is subject to meeting the technical score if the event is not within the UK, and the score must be obtained from an event with no variation in the factors or any part of the system.  Events must also consist of a minimum of 3 judges and a separate Referee and 3 technical officials as per the ISU rules.  No variations are acceptable.

APPLICATION FOR TESTS
Tests are not accredited to a skater unless they apply for the test to the NISA office.  When successfully achieving the current test pass score as published, score sheets showing a programme with the required technical elements (and judging and technical panels if not a NISA event) should be submitted  to the NISA Office with Competitive test(s) application form(s) and the relevant fee to obtain  the equivalent test pass accreditation(s).  Score sheets must be submitted within 1 month of achieving the score.   

Should any skater achieve a score and not wish to move up to a higher level or apply to enter a Championship they may choose not to apply for test accreditation.  However, they may not then use the score for entry to events or for rankings.  There is no option to apply at a later date using the old scores.
The IJS Competitive Test Scores have been prepared with input from the NISA Technical Committees, including the Coaching Technical Committee, the Coaching Director and Performance Director.

Pass scores will be reviewed annually prior to 1st July to consider changes to program requirements, software and international selection scores. All scores reflect SOV and program content changes for the current season.
Competitive IJS test passes giving entry to the NISA British Championships can be obtained in the following ways:
1. NISA Authorised IJS Events within the UK

Achieving the current required NISA IJS Competitive test score as published below. Each segment can be passed separately, or the whole test can be passed by obtaining the overall test score for all segments of the event.

2. IJS Events Abroad

This will apply ONLY to events run under the ISU IJS system with complete judging and technical panels. No adaptations/variations to panels, factors, SOV, number of elements etc. will be acceptable.  Programme criteria must be as current NISA generic criteria.

All entry applications must be registered with and approved by NISA before participation to protect Eligible status.  (See ISU rule 102 for further clarification)  

As from 1st January 2011 any skater wishing to apply for a test pass from a test taken abroad should attain TES per each individual segment when the total segment pass is attained from the overall competition score. Skaters may apply for either 1 or 2 passes as appropriate if the technical element score (TES) is obtained in the segment.
When successfully achieving the current test pass score as published below, score sheets showing a program with the required technical elements (and judging and technical panels if not a NISA event) should be submitted  to the NISA Office with Competitive test(s) application form(s) and the relevant fee to obtain  the equivalent test pass accreditation(s).

Score sheets must be submitted within 1 month of achieving the score.   
Test scores will NOT be accepted as applications for higher tests: e.g. a skater competing in a junior competition may only apply for a junior test accreditation.
