The following will I hope go some way to answering any queries you may have about the Entry Form for 24 March.  Please let me know if you have any problems, as NISA will not accept late entries.  Take time to look through ALL the information and contact Alexis at the NISA office, Noel Grimshaw or myself.  The Team Manager may take on a great deal of the responsibility but as a member of NISA the Licensed Coach is responsible for signing off the form.

All that the declaration asks is that you are “entitled to hold” a British passport – 

You do not have to have one for purposes of the British Championships.  

Anyone born in the UK with a birth certificate will be entitled to hold a passport and can therefore tick this box.  

We then ask that if they do have a passport, they give the number.  This is obviously a requirement for all skaters who go on to skate Internationally.

If they are not entitled to hold a British passport but have lived in the UK for more than 1 year they can tick that box. 

Anyone not meeting either of these categories will tick the not resident box and form part of the percentage of non-British team members.  
The NISA Licensed Coach signs at the bottom of the page.

There is no requirement for anything beyond this.  

If the Coach is unsure about this they may wish to see the birth certificate before signing the form, but the Association can no longer do this.  

All of this applies only to skaters in the Championship categories – all others will fill in the other entry form which does not ask for passports etc. or even for residency – just the age and standard requirements.  

This is why 2 forms have been produced.
