Frequently Asked Questions

	What is Civil Liability insurance?

	Civil Liability Insurance provides for legal liability following Negligence, nuisance or trespass. Unlike other liability insurances, it not only covers Public Liability (where you are liable for injury or damage to other persons or their property), but also includes cover for the following, which are excluded from other providers standard covers:
· Professional Indemnity – Injury following Advice (e.g. during coaching/Instruction)

· Directors and Officers cover – for decisions made by committees

	Who/What is the cover designed for?

	It is designed specifically to meet the needs of National Ice Skating Association clubs, coaches and members.

	What is meant by ‘Claims Made’?

	The Civil Liability policy is written on what is known as a “claims made” basis. This means that the policy provides cover for those claims reported during the period of insurance, rather than the policy that was in force at the time of the incident.  

	I am a committee member, what protection do I get?

	As a Committee member, you may not realise it, but the constitution of your club almost certainly makes you personally liable for the liability of the organisation. Civil Liability provides Directors and Officers cover in order to protect you in the event of you being sued for negligent decisions.

	I thought only trustees needed D&O cover?

	No, trustees will usually sign legal documentation for the Club/Association; however the constitution will extend liability to all the committee or even all members.

	Does the policy cover me for everything I do?

	The policy covers you for activities that are recognised and approved by the National Ice Skating Association.

	Does the policy cover anyone who is not defined as UK resident?

	No, only UK residents may be covered by the policy.

	What is the age limit?

	There is no age limit.

	If I am injured, can I claim from the Civil Liability policy?

	No, the Civil Liability policy provides protection for claims made against you by third parties due to your negligence, subject to the terms and conditions of the policy. If you are injured and believe that a third party is at fault, you should seek legal advice on how to pursue a claim against the person(s) responsible for causing the injury.

	If I am injured, can I claim from the Personal Accident policy?

	NISA have arranged for a Personal Accident policy to be included for its members. This provides a benefit for particular injuries YOU may suffer whilst undertaking the recognised/authorised activities of the association. 

Below is a summary of the cover and benefits of the Personal Accident policy:
