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IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT

REGARDING IJS SHEFFIELD
NOVICE PROGRAMME REQUIREMENTS
An announcement from the ISU regarding Novice programme criteria across all disciplines and dances for the Novice dance has been expected since June, but has not yet been released.  NISA have now been informed that this communication may not now be issued until September by the ISU.

It has therefore been agreed that the criteria for the IJS Sheffield event will be published without change, exactly as when released in the 2010/2011 NISA generic criteria.  However, due to changes in the technical calling criteria for levels the following will apply for IJS Sheffield for singles and pairs.  This is exactly as Hull IJS Open 2010.
Novice Ladies Short Programme

Maximum of 1 step sequence AND Maximum of 1 spiral sequence 
· The step sequence will be assessed by the technical panel and awarded levels 1 to 4 as appropriate and given the scale of value accordingly.  
· The spiral sequence will be marked as a choreographic spiral sequence – see below for definition and marking criteria

Novice Men Short Programme

Maximum of 2 step sequences of a different nature
· The first step sequence will be assessed by the technical panel and awarded levels 1 to 4 as appropriate and given the scale of value accordingly.  

· The second step sequence will be marked as a choreographic step sequence – see below for scale of value information.

Novice Pairs Short Programme

Maximum of 1 spiral sequence

· This will be marked as a choreographic spiral sequence – see below for definition and marking criteria.

Novice Ladies and Men Free Programme

Maximum of 1 step sequence OR 1 spiral sequence

· This will be marked as either a choreographic step sequence or a choreographic spiral sequence, according to what is skated.  If more than one is attempted, the first will be called and others marked in the transitions mark by the judges.
Choreographic Step Sequence

The choreographic step sequence can be any pattern, but must fully utilize the ice surface.     As long as this requirement is met, the sequence will be called as a choreographic step sequence, and given a fixed base value of 2.0 as per the ISU rules.  The element will be assessed by the judges and awarded a GOE.
Choreographic Spiral Sequence

The choreographic spiral sequence will require either 1 spiral of 6 seconds or 2 spirals of 3 seconds, meeting the ISU requirements for a spiral.  If these criteria are met, the spiral sequence will be given a set base value of 2.0 as per the ISU rules, and will still be awarded a GOE by the judges.  If these criteria are not met, no value will be awarded to the spiral sequence, in line with all other elements.

PATTERN DANCES
The Pattern Dances to be skated at this event for Novice are the American Waltz (2 sequences) and Tango (2 sequences).

PROGRAMME CONTENT SHEETS FOR IJS SHEFFIELD
All Novice skaters (Singles, Pairs and Dance) are now requested to fill in their programme content sheet using the appropriate shorthand and submit this to the NISA office, either by e mail to eventsadmin@iceskating.org.uk or by fax to 0115 988 8061.  This should arrive no later than 12 noon on Friday 13th August.  A copy of the sheet is at the bottom of this document.
WITHDRAWALS
As stated on the entry form, any Novice skater who wishes to withdraw from the event as they do not wish to skate the published criteria can do so before Friday 13th August at 5pm, and receive a full refund.  Please note that after this time the usual rules apply, and entry fees cannot be refunded.
TIMETABLE
A provisional timetable has been published on the NISA website for this event.  Please note that this is subject to change depending on entries and checks being made and, if necessary, this will be updated week commencing 16th August.  Skaters and Coaches are advised to check the news items on a regular basis and an announcement will be made should the timetable change.  A Pre-Draw timetable will also be published on Friday 27th August as usual.
QUALIFICATION FOR FREE PROGRAMME
The top 24 skaters at all levels will qualify for the free programme at this event, in line with recent ISU changes at Congress.
