ISU have now issued communication 1324 with amendments to ISU Novice programs (NISA Primary)

Singles

With effect from 1st September 2005 all Primary Singles will skate ISU Novice programs, exactly as listed in Communication 1324, in open competitions, tests and NJS events/ Championships

All Primary Single tests prior to 1st September will remain with the original published criteria.

Pairs

With IMMEDIATE EFFECT Primary Pairs will skate ISU Novice program criteria listed in Communications 1324 with the following clarifications:

If Primary Short program cannot easily be changed from spiral sequence to step sequence in the short time before NJS Sheffield (1), any pair skating a spiral sequence will be scored as an acceptable serpentine step sequence, for this first event only.

Primary Free program

The previously compulsory step sequence, if included, will be considered as transitions.

· No details of Primary Dance amendments available yet

· Tests

As NISA has now incorporated ISU Novice criteria in its unaltered form into NISA Primary programs with some very low Scale Of Value elements, it has been necessary to base test pass marks on elements previously required in the original NISA Primary 2005 program criteria in order to ensure that skaters strive towards satisfactory completion of the more difficult elements.

Eg.
1. Primary Single Short pass mark has been based on the inclusion of a double axel

2. Primary Pair Short pass mark has been based on a minimum of a single axel as the solo jump
