ISU have now issued Communication 1328 with regard to the 2005/6 NJS software, announcing that this will not now be available until early July for Singles, Pair Skating and Ice Dancing, despite previous  assurances from Wige Data that it would be provided before the end of June. Synchronized Skating should be available during August.

NJS EVENT SHEFFIELD (1)

Following publication of ISU Communications 1318, 1319,1323 and 1324  the current 2004/5 software is no longer appropriate to the 2005/6 program content that will be skated at Sheffield (1). As a result NISA will not be able to provide the complete detailed score information that we would have wished to provide to skaters.

 It has been decided that the event should proceed using the 2004/5 software.

Skaters will still be issued with full score details for each segment skated but should be aware of the following points:

1. The Grades Of Execution (GOEs) will be correct for the elements skated.

2. The Component scores will be correct for the program

3. The Scale of Values may not be correct

4. The levels of Difficulty may not be correct.

5. Segment and overall score will not be correct.

As soon as the new 2005/6 software is received all the called elements, judge scores and deductions will be re-input and corrected NJS scores sent to all skaters. Please note that this may take until mid/late August if there are further delays from ISU.

Skaters wishing to be accredited with test passes will, of course, have to wait until this information is received as the pass marks have been worked on 2005/6 rules.

In the meantime skaters and coaches will have Grade of Execution and Component information to hand in order to work on current programs.

Skaters’ individual score information will be available after each segment from the music collection desk. This will be given only to the skater as he/she collects his/her music.

Draw Procedure for skaters who do not skate all segments.

Skaters who begin the event but do not complete all segments will be considered to be withdrawn within the result system.

Skaters who opt not to skate earlier segments will skate first (second, third etc) in the next segment. If more than one skater opts to do this then a secondary draw will take place between those skaters.

The remaining skaters, having completed earlier segments, will be drawn as normal with the proviso that the first to skate places will already be allocated.

ISU communication 1328 refers to NJS software being available to clubs. This is mainly relevant to clubs that are organising ISU sanctioned International events using the correct level of technical equipment and suitably qualified individuals. 

It is NISA policy that all competitions run in the UK either as Open or Club competitions , as well as current NISA organised non-NJS competitions and Championships remain judged under the RJS (6.0) system until further notice.
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
