NJS BULLETIN 17

As stated in previous NJS bulletins, there has been considerable delay in receiving the correct current software from ISU, but a third 2005/6 version has now been received and all  program information from NJS Sheffield (1) has been input once again.

Score sheets have been sent to the majority of skaters but, due to the fact NISA has  identified at least three minor problems with this latest version, a few skaters will not  receive their score sheets until Wige Data have dealt with the problems.

NJS Sheffield (1) scores can be downloaded from the NJS bulletin page.

Any questions/queries may be sent via email to info@iceskating.org.uk and a response will be  received  in due course. Please do NOT contact Technical Panel officials or judges directly. They do not have any records from the event.

There will also be an opportunity for skaters and coaches attending the NISA camp in August to have questions answered.

Skaters and coaches should look carefully at the element abbreviations on the score sheets and in the Scale Of Values document and use them in the future to complete program element sheets. It takes Brenda Statham in the NISA office far too long to input this data as incorrect shorthand is being submitted and, in a large number of cases, she cannot decipher it at all. Brenda now understands and recognizes all official shorthand for all disciplines and is in fact responsible for the NISA results system.

 It is also extremely important that skaters/coaches include the time of each element. This time information is not just for official use, but will help in planning  programs to ensure that  advantage is taken of the highlight factor. Remember, it is acceptable to change elements, element order and timings later, but Brenda  cannot fully complete event set up without this information even if it is only first draft.

Unfortunately some skaters have submitted late and unacceptable partially completed entry forms for Sheffield (2) and are therefore not entered into the event. They do, of course, have the opportunity to skate at Dumfries. Sk8scotland entry forms are available on the NISA website. 

The closing date for receipt of fully and correctly completed entry forms for the third NJS event in Dumfries is 5th September 2005.These should NOT be sent to the NISA office.

The major changes to the NJS software has meant that the test pass scores have had to be reconsidered .It is hoped that these will published in advance of Sheffield (2). Do not submit any test applications from Sheffield (1) until this information is available. As soon as these scores are available they will be included within a NISA NJS bulletin so please check the website on a regular basis.
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
