1 ISU Congress


Singles/Pairs

All technical rule changes contained within the agenda (ISU Communication 1386) were accepted (many already advised in 1319), albeit some with amendments.  Below is a brief summary.


Junior Ladies Short


Combination Jump may now include two triples 


Senior Pairs Short


The Twist (Lutz/flip) maybe a double or triple


Junior Pairs Free


Number of lifts reduced to ‘maximum two’


Senior Pairs Free


The additional element has been deleted

a) Short Programme, Spins – Single and Solo Spins – Pairs 

“If the spinning centres (before and after the change of foot) are too far apart and the criteria of  “two spins” is fulfilled (there is a curve of exit after the first part and the curve of entry into the second part), the second part of the spin (after the change of foot) will be ignored and the Spin will receive no Level”.

b) Free Skating, Spins – Singles and Solo Spins – Pairs 
“If the spinning centres (before and after the change of foot) are too far apart and the criteria of “two spins” is fulfilled (there is a curve of exit after the first part and the curve of entry into the second part), two Spins will be called and will occupy two spin boxes”.

c) Proposal 231 - Pairs Free Skating “Spiral Sequences” 

“Any Spiral sequence with only 1 spiral position by one partner and 2 or more spiral positions by another partner will receive Level 1 and GOE in the minus. A Spiral Sequence with only 1 position by both partners or 1 position by one partner and no spirals by another partner will receive no Level and consequently no value”

d)  Pairs Free Skating – Pairs Spins

“To be counted any position must be executed at least for 2 full revolutions.  

If there is no change of foot or no change of position by both partners the element will be called a pair spin.  The features for Levels of difficulty and the guidelines for making the GOE of pair spins will be applied”.

e)   Pairs Short Programme – Pair Spin

“To be counted any position must be executed at least for 2 full revolutions.

If there is no change of foot or no change of position by both partners the element will be evaluated as follows:

· No change of foot by one partner – level 1 (Technical Panel) and GOE – 3 (Judges)

· No change of position by one partner – level 1 (Technical Panel) and GOE – 3 (Judges)

· No change of foot by both partners – no level and consequently no value

· No change of position by both partners – no level and consequently no value

Pairs Free - Lifts

A difficult one hand-hold (1 revolution of the man) will count for all 

      the Levels as many times as there are full revolutions.

      (ISU Communication No: 1384)

g)  Singles Short and Free

     At least one spiral position without any assistance of the hand or arm is 
     required.  If not, Level 1 (Technical Panel) and GOE 2 (Judges)


DANCE

All amendments in previous ISU Communications (notably 1318) and the Congress Agenda were accepted.


Junior Free Dance

The length of programme will not increase to 3 mins 30 seconds until 2007/08.


Original/Free Dance


The proposal to change the naming/criteria and factors of components 
was NOT accepted and these will remain the same.

Synchro

The proposal to reduce teams to 16 was accepted and ISU will shortly publish communications with all technical changes include NOVICE programmes.  This will include changes necessary due to the reduction in 
team numbers.

d) American Waltz introduced to Level 7 


e) Midnight Blues added to Gold Star test  


f) Gold Bar 1 & 2 and the Gold Star tests to be skated as a couple only 
and a coach may partner a candidate.


2/ Original Dance 


a) Original Dance tests now begin at Level 3 


b) Specific requirements for O.D tests rising progressively with each Level.

c) Programme times for Levels 9 & 10 now 2mins 30secs 


d) Gold Bar 1 & 2 and Gold Star O.D. streams for couples and solo 
skaters introduced.


3/ Free Dance


a) Programme times for Level 1 & 2 increased to 1min 30secs  


b) Specific requirements for F. D. tests rising progressively with each 
Level 


c) Gold Bar 1 & 2 and Gold Star F.D. streams for couples and solo skaters 
introduced.

1/ Time limits for all O.D. & F.D programmes up to and including 2mins 
now to be + / - 5secs.


2/ Current tests may be attempted until 31st March 2007 provided 
applications are submitted no later than 31st December 2006.


3/ Applications for the new tests may be submitted from 1st December 
2006
