NEW TESTS FROM 1 JANUARY 2007
3 New Field Move Tests – changeover dates 


All applications for current Field Moves should be on old test application 
forms and should be received by 31/12 and must be taken prior to 1/3/07 
or transferred to the new structure.

4 New Minimum Pass Mark Singles Tests

This will not apply to current tests applied for by 31/12 (which must be taken before 1/3/07 on old forms)

5 New Test application forms are now available and any applications on this 
form will be treated as for new Field Moves/New Single/Dance tests with 
minimum pass mark.  


Old tests may still be organized during this time change over period 
for skaters with coaches who have not attended a Field Moves 
seminar, but 
as at 1 January 2007, applications will not be accepted for 
any tests from skaters whose coach has not attended a Field Moves 
seminar.  


Field Moves tests not taken by 1 March 2007 will be changed to the 
new Field Moves, but a 12 month validity date is taken from the 
original date of application, not from 1 March 2007.  


Current dance tests
applied for by 31 December 2006 must be taken 
before 1 April 2007, or these will be transferred to the new dance tests.

6 Equivalency

It has become apparent that it is necessary to clarify and consolidate this criteria and in doing so please note:

Competitive test to national equivalencies do not refer to Pair tests but 
only to Singles and

As at 1st January 2007 any skater holding a complete Competitive/NJS (i.e. 3 parts Dance, 2 parts Singles) tests will be given equivalency as in the chart below.

This means that a skater with a complete Primary (ISU Novice) Competitive/NJS test will receive equivalency for level 9 Field Moves and the next Field Moves test to be taken will be Level 10 Field Moves.  Taking further competitive/NJS tests after 1st January 2007 will not give additional Field Move Test equivalencies.  These tests must be taken at local test sessions

Open Competition Result Calculation

As from 1 January 2008, organizers of Open Competitions will be required 
to use the Ice Calc Result software in order to obtain a NISA permit.  It is 
proposed to hold a training seminar during the solo dance final in 
Nottingham in July 2007.  NISA will make the Ice Calc dongles available if 
clubs/rinks do not own their own copies, as part of the permit fee.  More 
information will be available shortly.
