NISA BULLETIN 27 (Item 7 updated)

1. NISA CUP

Following the NISA Board meeting 22nd February, the following decisions have been made:

The 2006/7 NISA CUP rules regarding qualification and the Final up until 28th April remain as published.

From 1st July 2007 the NISA Cup ,all IJS Events and the British Championships will be subject to the same annual  year as  ISU regulations  i.e. 1/7/2007 –30/6/2008.

Skaters will be allowed to compete in only one IJS Event and still be able to compete in the forthcoming NISA Cup qualification events and NISA Cup Final.

Any singles skater who competes in more than one IJS event and/or in the British Singles Championship cannot compete in the NISA Cup qualification events or the NISA Cup Final.

The relaxation of the rules is to enable skaters to compete in one IJS event is in order to allow coaches and skaters to make an  informed choice with regard to inclusion in IJS events /British Championships or National tests/NISA Cup for the remainder of the skating year.

Revised rules to reflect these changes will be available prior to 1st July   

2007.

2. IJS EVENTS ENTRY CRITERIA by closing date for each event.

Singles.Dance,Pairs

Novice-Level 8 Field Moves

Junior- Level 9 Field Moves

Senior -Level 10 Field Moves.

Singles. minimum Level 8 Elements and Free tests

Dance. minimum Level 6 CD,OD and FD.tests.

Pairs.  – Minimum old NISA Novice pair test or Level 6 Elements and Free tests. ( new Pair test structure not in place as yet.)

Synchro will only be held at Deeside in November by agreement with the Synchro Technical Committee.

At this point the National synchro test requirements for entry have not been confirmed.

Non-delegates will soon be able to purchase the main manual  from the NISA shop  which can be accessed via the website. This will include the field move dvd and relevant guidance notes as well as all National test information.
