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1. IJS EVENTS AND BRITISH CHAMPIONSHIPS 2007/8

The announcement for all IJS Events and the British Championships which   

 includes entry requirements , programme content, details of test equivalencies and IJS tests is now available on the  NISA website under Figure Skating -Rules and Regulations together with the entry form for the 1st IJS Event  which will be held in Lee Valley the week of 27th August. The closing date is 13th July 5pm.

The entry form for the 2nd Event in Sheffield will be available shortly. The closing date for this will be 6th August.

Coaches, parents and skaters are reminded that coaches who have not attended a Basic coach IJS seminar (any year) and a Field Move seminar will not be accepted as the accredited coach of a skater, will not be given accreditation for entry to the event and therefore will not be able to work with the skaters during the Events.

2.       ADVANCED  IJS COACH/TECHNICAL PANEL OFFICIAL TRAINING 

This training will take place as a two day seminar, 31ST July and 1st August at Nottingham and will incorporate all the new 2007/8 IJS updated rules and regulations. It is primarily for Singles and Dance but anyone wishing to also cover Pairs will be expected to attend additional sessions over the two days to cover the pair specific elements.

The seminar is available to all coaches who have already completed a Basic Coach IJS seminar (any year) and also to any coaches and judges who wish to train as Technical Specialists/Controllers. 

Coaches should register to attend by contacting Pippa Teague (phillippa.teague@iceskating.org.uk making a payment of £95 for the two days. Each day will qualify for coach license points.

3.      TECHNCIAL PANEL EXAMINATIONS

At the close of the seminar coaches and judges may choose to apply to sit the practical exam for Technical Specialists/Controllers which will be held in Lee Valley,provisionally  on 25/26TH  August but candidates should be prepared to be flexible with these dates. The exam will consist of a refresher day in advance of the exam itself. Although there will be no charge for these dates  license points will be allocated.

Any coach who attended the Technical Panel training in 2006 who was not successful may apply to sit the exam session without attending the  Nottingham seminar. There will be a £95 charge for the two days. PLEASE BE AWARE THAT THIS IS NOT RECOMMENDED. Application forms will be available following the Nottingham seminar. Judges in this situation should contact Liz directly.

4 NEW PAIR  TEST STRUCTURE AND OFFICIAL SEMINAR

The new National Pair Test structure is now completed and will commence on 1st January 2008.

In order to continue with the joint coach/judge education there will be mandatory seminars for coaches who wish to enter skaters for these tests, judges in order to remain on the NISA Pair panels and for those judges wishing to be promoted to the Pair panels.

The first seminar will be held on 10 th /11th December with one further seminar early in 2008. Seminar attendance is compulsory before judging activity or pair coaching recognition so it is recommended that judges and coaches attend the December seminar prior to the 1st January start date. It is not yet confirmed whether the one day test structure seminar will be linked to a second day covering additional pair education.

Coaches should register by contacting Pippa Teague at phillippa.Teague@iceskating.org.uk with a payment of £47.50 (1 day).They will then receive the pair section of the main National Test Manual in order to familiarise themselves with the requirements in advance of the seminar.

5. NISA OFFICIAL SYNCHRO COACH AND JUDGE SEMINARS

 NISA Synchro seminars are also confirmed for judges and coaches.
