1. BRITISH CHAMPIONSHIPS 2007/8

2.     FIELDMOVE SEMINAR 2008
         The 2008 Field Moves seminar will be held in  Sheffield February 4th and 5th .
Coaches, of all levels, who have not attended a Field moves seminar should register with Pippa Teague at phillippa.teague@iceskating.org.uk by 4th January. Judges who have not yet attended should contact Liz Littler at jartingstall2@btinternet.com. 

Please note that there are no other plans to hold a Field Moves seminar in 2008 and attendance is mandatory for coaches to enter skaters for any Open/IJS Competition or National tests. Judges attendance is mandatory in order to judge any of the above events.

Any trainee/assistant/probationary coaches/judges should, if possible, ensure that they attend this seminar in order to progress their education and career.

3.     NEW PAIR TEST STRUCTURE OFFICIAL SEMINAR AND IJS PAIR SEMINAR

The new National Pair Test structure is now completed and will commence on 1st May 2008.

In order to continue with the joint coach/judge education there will be mandatory seminars for coaches who wish to enter skaters for these tests, judges in order to remain on the NISA Pair panels and for those judges wishing to be promoted to the Pair panels. As well as covering the Pair Test Structure basic pair education will be included.

A second day will be allocated to IJS Pair education for coaches and judges.

More information with regard to venue for these seminars will be available shortly .The provisional dates for these seminars are 21st/22nd April


Skaters wishing to take tests in order to guarantee entry to Open Competitions and IJS Events should contact David Wood as soon as possible to register as NISA will ensure that a pair test session is organised in advance of the 2008/9 Generic Criteria start date (1st July) to compensate for the delayed implementation.

4.         IJS COACH/TECHNICAL PANEL OFFICIAL TRAINING

6.    SOLO /COUPLES DANCE OPEN COMPETITIONS/CHAMPIONSHIP

The generic entry criteria for all Solo and Couples Dance Open Competitions has now been published and can be found under Rules and Regulations-Dance.

This criteria is current until 30th June 2008 when new criteria will be brought into use as NISA changes all Events to run according to the ISU calendar and minimum and maximum entry requirements are assessed.

Included in the document is the criteria for the Solo Dance Championship to be held 1-3 July 2008.

Applications to hold a Permitted Dance Open Competition, either by letter and/or E1, already submitted will be considered and the venues announced shortly. No other Dance Open competitions will be Permitted Six applications have been received and further applications are welcome.

7.     NISA CUP FINAL

The announcement for this event is now available. Telford Opens will host the English competition and Magnum Opens will host the Scottish competition. The Wales and N.Ireland team selection will be advised individually.

8. IJS SINGLE/PAIR CLARIFICATIONS

This is important information for coaches and judges as these clarifications come into force from 1st January at Open Competitions and in all National tests. This document can be found under Figure - Rules and Regulations-Singles/Pairs Rules 

The recently announced GENERIC CRITERIA  which will be used for Open competitions form Jan 1st to June 30th  should be read in conjunction with the  IJS element clarifications.

The Dance Technical  Committee have been asked to prepare the same clarifications for Dance and this will be available in due course.
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
