NISA FIGURE SKATING ATHLETE RELEASE POLICY AND GUIDELINES (SEPTEMBER 2008)


The following policy is for skaters who have competed for Great Britain 
Internationally and would need release from NISA if they want to compete 
for another Country/ISU member.


Any skater who has competed internationally for Team Skate GB, the waiting period is two seasons following the year after an athlete’s last International competition for NISA, with the following exceptions:

· If an athlete medalled at any Senior World Championship, the waiting period is three seasons.

· If an athlete has medalled at a Winter Olympic Games, the waiting period is four seasons.

· If the proposed new member reimburses NISA for ‘investment’ monies provided to an athlete, any waiting period is reduced by one season.

Any athlete who has never competed internationally as a GB Team member or been a member of the NISA Talent ID structure may, at the discretion of the Performance Director/General Secretary, be released immediately.
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
