Competition Rules

1. The competition will be held under NISA permit.

2. All competitors must be eligible as defined by NISA and be fully paid up members of NISA. Entry forms which do not include NISA membership number will not be accepted. It is a condition of entry that Coaches entering skaters to this event must be current NISA Licensed Coaches, and have attended a Field Moves seminar. The membership number, license number and dates of seminar attendance must be provided on the entry form. Any forms submitted without this information will be returned to the skater and not accepted until the information is supplied.
3. All classes will be run according to the New Generic Criteria valid from July 1st 2009 and published on the NISA website in February 2009 and any changes to the criteria by NISA in the interim period. (Please check NISA website for any changes which may be applicable)
4. The closing date for entries is Friday, May 22nd 2009. No late entries will be accepted.
5. Test standards are as at 24.00 hours on the closing date.
6. Age will be as at closing date. A copy of competitor’s Birth Certificate is required for all classes with age restrictions.
7. Entry fees are: Solo classes £22.00. Pairs and two to four groups £12.00 per skater. Shownumber £2.00 per skater. Cheques should be made payable to “Basingstoke Ice Skating Club” and have the competitor’s name and class or classes entered on the back. Fees are non-refundable in the event of withdrawing from competition after the closing date.
8. Only entries on fully completed entry forms, accompanied by the appropriate fee, will be accepted.

11. Music to be non-vocal, with the exception of Artistic / Exhibition classes.

12. Music to be on Mini-disc or CD (track 1 only) All music is the responsibility of the skater and must be clearly marked with the competitor’s Name, Class Number and Length of Programme. It is recommended that all skaters bring a spare copy of their music.
13. Props for exhibition / artistic classes must be carried onto the ice by the skater in one journey. In the event of a tie, the entertainment mark will decide.

14. The draw for order of skate will take place at Basingstoke Ice Rink at a time and date, agreed with the referee, within the 7 days     immediately preceding the event.

15. Winners of all classes will be required to sign for the trophy / cup and agree to return them in good condition, at their own expense, one month before the advised date of the 2010 Basingstoke Open Competition.

16. Video Permits will be obtainable on the day from the Club Desk. The permit allows videoing of your own child only.
