Competition Rules

1. The competition will be held under permit (applied for) from the National Ice Skating Association of the U.K. Ltd.

2. All competitors must be eligible as defined by N.I.S.A. and be a paid up member of N.I.S.A. by the closing date for entries. Entry forms WILL NOT be accepted without your N.I.S.A. membership number. You will not be permitted to skate if N.I.S.A. is not in receipt of your membership fee.
3. All skaters in Beginners classes must send a photocopy of their Skate UK Passport. You will not be allowed to skate without it.
4. All classes will be run according to the New Generic Criteria as set down by N.I.S.A. in July 2009 and by any changes to the criteria made by N.I.S.A. in the interim period. Please see the N.I.S.A.web site for any changes. 
5. The CLOSING DATE for entries is Monday 25th January 2010.
6. The qualifying date for standard is at closing date. The secretary should be notified of any Tests passed between application and the closing date and the class entered amended accordingly.
7. The qualifying date for age is at closing date. 
8. The entry fee for each class is £25.00 (£22.00 for members of RIDFSC) and must accompany all entries. Cheques /Postal orders should be made payable to R.I.D.F.S.C.. Please send a separate cheque for each competition entered and write the name and class/classes entered on the reverse of the cheque. The fee is non-refundable in the event of the competitor withdrawing from the competition after the closing date.
9. Late entries will not be accepted  
10. R.I.D.F.S.C. reserves the right to ;-
· refuse entries without reason 

· cancel any class which is under subscribed. 
· split or merge any age –groups within a standard as it deems suitable.

· accept entries on a ‘first come, first served’ basis, and hold a waiting list of skaters to be notified in the event of a withdrawal.

11. Music for classes 1 - 16 to be non-vocal . Vocals are only permitted for Artistic classes 17-20.
12. All music should be the first track of a C.D. All music is the responsibility of the skater and must be clearly marked with the competitor’s name, level to be skated and length of programme.
13. Props for Artistic classes must be carried on to the ice, by the skater, in one journey. In the event of a draw, the Entertainment Mark will be used as the decider.
14. The draw for the order of skate will take place at Romford Ice Arena at a date and time agreed with the Referee, but will be within the 7 days immediately preceding the event.
15. Winners of the classes will be required to sign for the trophy/cup and to return them in good condition, at their own expense, one month before the advised date of the 2011 Romford Open Competition.
