TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS FOR NATIONAL OPEN COMPETITIONS

From July 1st 2009 to June 30th 2010
These competition programme requirements fit with the National Test Structure requirements despite there being specification of elements in the test structure. The only amendment to the criteria from last season is the maximum number of elements in the beginner sections. As with the current test structure, all elements performed are as per ISU current regulations. This therefore allows skaters to perform RJS test and competition elements as per the established criteria (ISU regulations 2008) and indeed as per the IJS criteria and clarifications. (Communication 1504)
These Generic Criteria must be read in conjunction with the ISU regulations 2008, any subsequent ISU communications, including the communication regarding listed jumps, and also the updated NISA IJS element clarifications (2/09) for RJS competitions and National tests available on the NISA website.

Ladies and Men may not compete together in the same singles competitions. These singles competitions must be split into separate Ladies and Men’s events. This does not apply to exhibition events where this is at the discretion of the club. In levels 7 to 10 skaters may not compete in more than 1 level at National Open events or NISA Cup events. Tests passed after the closing date, do not allow entry to be transferred to another level under any circumstances.
