14. The Treasurers Trophy – gold
Any Standard (Free Dance): Free Dance, max 3 minutes 10 seconds

Max one spin (min. 3 revs on one foot), one step sequence in varied hold, one set of twizzles, two different lifts, one of which may be a long lift.


15. The Zimmer Trophy – additional competition
Any Standard (Compulsories): Riverside Rhumba (2) & Swing Dance (2)

For this competition, both skaters must be over the age of 45 and have a combined age of at least 100.

General rules for free dance events:

1.
Music – Vocals are permitted in Free Dance.

2.
Step sequence – Lifts, jumps of more than ½ rotation, stops, dance spins, pirouettes, pattern regressions and loops must not be included in the step sequence.
3.
Lifts – For short lifts maximum duration is 6 seconds, for long lifts maximum duration is 12 seconds.

The competition will be held on Sunday 8th November 2009, at Oxford Ice Rink, Oxpens Road, Oxford.  

RULES & REGULATIONS
1. All competitors must be members of the National Ice Skating Association.

2. All competitors must be eligible as defined by NISA.

3. All competitions will be held in accordance with the regulations and bylaws of NISA.

4. All competitors must be aged over 18 by the date of the competition.  For class 15 (The Zimmer Trophy), both skaters must be over the age of 45 and have a combined age of at least 100.

5. Signature on the entry form automatically enrols the competitor as an associate member of Oxford Ice Dance Club on the date of the competition.

6. Test standards relate to the current NISA dance test schedules.  Standards are as of the closing date for the competition.  For tests taken prior to 2002, please see the table of equivalencies listed below.  The applicant’s compulsory dance test standard is not taken into account for free dance classes, and vice versa.

7. The organising committee reserves the right to refuse any entry without giving a reason, and to alter or cancel any part of the competition deemed necessary.  Entries will be limited by number should more entries be received than time will permit, and priority will be given to those entries received earliest.  A reserve list will be held for over-subscribed classes.

8. Applications must be received by 3rd October 2009.  

9. Written applications only will be accepted.

10. Photocopies of entry forms will be accepted.

11. Only competitors may cancel their entry.  We regret that in no circumstances can entry fees be refunded after the closing date.

12. For free dance classes, we regret that only music on CD (with 1 track recorded on it) can be accepted.  Music should be clearly marked with the competitor’s name and competition entered, and handed in to reception on arrival.  It is recommended that all skaters keep a second copy of music with them in case of non-playing or poor quality sound, for which the organising committee is unable to accept responsibility.

13. Where an e-mail address is supplied, this will be used to acknowledge receipt of entry, and to send out all competition information.  If an e-mail address is not supplied, a large (minimum A5) stamped addressed envelope should be enclosed with the entry form.  Applicants wishing to receive proof of receipt by post should enclose a further S.A.E.

14. The number of sequences required for each compulsory dance is shown beside the dance in brackets.  For the American Waltz and European Waltz, 1 ½ circuits of a single lobe pattern are required, as Oxford is not a full-sized rink.
15. Dances underlined are the tiebreakers.

16. Trophies must be signed for and held at the winner’s risk.  They must be returned to Oxford Ice Dance Club when requested, at the holder’s own expense.  They must not be taken out of the UK.
17. The personal details supplied by competitors on the application form will be held on computer files and used for the purposes of organising timetables, running the competitions, calculation of results from marks given by the judges, etc.

18. Photography and video photography is allowed with the prior permission of the skaters concerned.  However, Oxford City Council requires a form to be completed by competitors or spectators wishing to take photographs.

19. Flash photography will not be permitted during warm-ups or competitions either on the ice or at the rink side.

Cheques should be made payable to “Oxford Ice Dance Club”.  A single cheque for all classes entered is preferred, with competitor’s name and class number(s) written on the back.
