Rules
1. Technical Requirements

All sections will be run according to the Generic Criteria 2007 (updated the 28 October 2006) as set down by NISA and by any changes to the criteria made by NISA in the interim period.  Please check the NISA website or the latest edition of “Ice Link” for any changes/amendments. 

For the Adult Dance Classes all technical requirements are listed as new standard tests introduced on  1st January 2007.
2. The competitions are confined to eligible skaters as defined by the National Ice Skating Association of UK Ltd and will be held under NISA regulations and permit (applied for). Current NISA membership is mandatory.  
3. Entry fees are as detailed on the entry form. Skaters who are full members of WISA, and have joined / renewed their membership by 31st December 2006 are eligible for a discount  to the entry fee as stated on the entry form. 
4. Entry fees: 

· Solo dance: £32 (WISA members £27) Skaters entering Novice, Primary, Junior, Intermediate or Senior Solos may enter only category.
· Couples: £40 per couple (WISA members £35 per couple; at least one partner must be a full WISA member and the other at least an associate member of WISA)

· Please send separate entry forms and cheques for each competition entered. Cheques or postal orders should be made payable to WISA, with competitor’s name and competition on the back. 
· Entry fees will not be refunded for withdrawals after the closing date. 

5. Entries must be on an official WISA form. NISA membership number and WISA membership number where applicable, must be entered onto the entry form. Skater’s home contact details must be entered onto the entry form.

6. Entries will be treated on a first received basis with a limit to entries in each section determined by the time available.  

Reserve lists will operate until the time of the draw for entries to oversubscribed sections which have been received by the closing date, in order of date received.

7. Test and age requirements are as at closing date which is 18.00 hours, June 18th 2007.  The test standards new equivalents apply and will be strictly adhered to.  If test standards should change before the closing date notification to the competition organiser is required immediately and no later than the closing date. Notifications received after the closing date will result in the entry being withdrawn and the entry fee forfeited.  

For the Adult Dance classes, skaters must be over 18 years of age. 
8. Unless entry forms are fully completed, they will be returned to the sender for completion and re-submission before the closing date.  Only written entries will be accepted.  All enquiries must be followed up-in writing-before the closing date. Due to the delays in the announcement entries may be submitted by fax to 01244 819040 or by email to pej.humphreys@btinternet.com  followed by posting the entry form and fee to the organiser by the closing date as specified. Postal entry form and fee must be received by the organiser in order for your entry to be confirmed.  Only postal entries will be accepted.
9. In the event of over-subscription, reserve lists will operate up until the time of the draw.  Entry fees will not be banked before the closing date and will not be returned to successful entrants after the closing date unless a satisfactory medical certificate is received which excuses the skater from the competition.

10. The Welsh Ice Skating Association (WISA) reserves the right to refuse entries without reason assigned or to cancel, combine or split competitions into subsections, only with the agreement of the referee.

11. The draw for the order of skating will take place on 7.00 pm, Friday 29th June 2007 at Deeside Leisure Centre, Queensferry, North Wales.

12. WISA members: Non-participation in the Welsh Free Open Championships will be taken into account when considering training subsidy applications.
13. Neither the Association nor sub-committee will be liable for any accidents or damage, however caused, to any competitors or officials appointed by the Association, arising out of or in connection with the activities of the Association.

14. Winners of competitions presented with perpetual trophy will be requested to return the trophy to the trophy steward after podium and personal photographs have been taken.  WISA greatly appreciate your cooperation on this matter.
15. All music must be on CD (standard play) or Mini Disc (Standard play) and clearly marked with the name of the competitor and the competition number.  One programme per CD or Mini disc please. The organisers accept no responsibility for any faulty CDs or discs that do not play.  Duplicate CDs or discs must be available on the day of the competition.
16. NO STILL PHOTOGRAPHY IS ALLOWED, OR VIDEOING OF THE JUDGES.

17. PHOTOGRAPHY AND VIDEO:  Regrettably due to difficulties in obtaining compliance to the photo and video controls at our previous events there will be NO VIDEO or PHOTO PERMITS

18. There will be an official photographer.  There will be an official video camera man.   Please complete the photo/video permit  section on the entry form if you wish to make use of this service.  Lists identifying competitors for whom we do not have written consent will be provided to the photographer and camera man covering the event.
19. Press coverage: we may be fortunate on the day and have a press photographer attend for part of the event. Access to take photos will only be allowed to competitors for whom we have prior consent on the permit form. WISA very much regret applying these measures but have been left with little choice in this matter in order to meet our responsibilities to Safeguarding Children in Sport.
