INTEGRATION OF THE ISU NEW JUDGING SYSTEM (NJS) INTO THE UK

 

 

· At it’s meeting in September, the NISA Board agreed that the ISU NJS would be used at the 2005 British Figure and Dance Championships in December 2005 at Sheffield. In order to introduce the new system, a number of interim rules need to be made to the qualification process for the British Championships.

 

· With effect from 1st January 2005, the following competitive tests will be suspended until July 2005:

-         Primary, Junior and Senior Pair and Dance tests

-         Junior and Senior Single tests

 

· As the NJS uses an absolute marking system, it will now be possible to assess the above mentioned competitive tests within a competition situation both in G.B. and abroad.

These tests will follow NJS competition criteria. 

 

· Primary Pairs and dance will skate ISU NJS Novice criteria with minor adjustments. 

· NJS competitions, (including Short , Free, C.D, O,D, and Free Dance ) will be organised by NISA and these will automatically include competitive test assessment. These competitions will also provide mathematical feedback to skaters. The entry qualification for these competitions has yet to be agreed.

· Primary single events will not be included for 2005 due to the large number of entrants which may cause administration difficulties in the first year.

· It is intended to hold these competitions in July, September and October. Exact dates will be announced shortly.

· It is likely that these competitions may be used for international screenings.

· No competitions (Open or NISA NJS) for these standards will be held prior to this to allow skaters to follow the recommended yearly plan for elite skaters and to ensure that test skaters are fully prepared for their tests rather than attempting tests early in the season and continually repeated when  a re-try is given.

· Open Competitions run by clubs will commence January 2005 without these NJS levels but with other additional standard test and Championship levels as appropriate. The Open Competition Generic criteria will be published shortly. 

· Primary single skaters will be required to skate the new ISU Novice Competition requirements in open competitions with some minor adjustments (these will be published on the NISA website before the end of November).  Please be sure to check the website.  Unfortunately there will not be a further copy of Ice Link until January 2005 which is after the start date of this announcement.

· All other Championships, competitions, and tests will remain within the relative (6.0) judging system for 2005.

· Regional test sessions for Pre-Novice, Novice and Primary (singles only) will be arranged from the NISA office as usual but due to the removal of the NJS tests these may not be held as frequently as in the current year.
