· ISU Technical Specialists and Technical Controllers will assess Levels Of Difficulty during practices, championship performances to provide feedback to skaters for 2005

· It is also possible that ISU NJS judges may be available to assess Grades Of Execution and Programme Component Marks

· These NJS assessments have no bearing on the actual marking of the Championships which will be judged and results calculated using the 6.0 relative system

ALL Primary/Junior/Senior singles, pairs and dance

· For 2005 only, there will be no requirement for skaters to compete in any open/international competition ie NO qualifying competitions (decision confirmed at NISA Board meeting 9/11/04)

· The competitive test entry requirement will remain as per 2004.

· Primary singles competitive tests will be held at regional test sessions as 2004. (New NJS program criteria – judged by 6.0 relative system)

· Primary dance, pairs and all Junior and Senior competitive tests will be assessed during the NJS competitions commencing July 2005.

· Although it is not compulsory to enter the NJS competitions it is recommended for the following reasons:

- Serious competitive experience 

- Experience of NJS with mathematical feedback

- Opportunity to be assessed for a competitive test

- Opportunity to be assessed/monitored by Performance Directorate towards   international competitions
