NJS BULLETIN 5 (updated – now includes important information regarding Synchronized)
1) New Judging System Training Seminars
We are very pleased to announce that NISA has agreed a series of seminars on the introduction of the NJS into the UK covering Singles, Pairs, Dance and Synchronized.

Please note following a decision taken by the NISA Board at it’s November meeting, attendance at a seminar is mandatory for all coaches wishing to enter skaters into any NJS competition/test at any level of any discipline. There will be a total of 7 seminars spread across the country. 

This will give every coach wishing to attend, an opportunity to understand fully the requirements of the NJS for any discipline with which they may be involved.  Places at the seminars will be limited, therefore coaches should register and send their payment to Brenda Statham at the NISA office; Brenda.statham@iceskating.org.uk . Credit card payments can be made by telephone on 0870 7580278.  

The charge for attendance at the seminars will be £45 per person. All monies must be paid to the NISA office before the event. Priority will firstly be given to coaches training skaters towards the NJS at any level.  Attendance is mandatory for coaches of squad skaters.  Any additional places will be made available to skaters at a later date.

These seminars can be used towards coaches’ Continual Professional Development as part of the new coaching programme which will be introduced later this year.

The content of the seminars is currently being finalised and confirmed dates and times will be available on the website in due course.

2) NJS Tests within NJS Competitions
Skaters in the NJS competitions who wish to be assessed for a competitive test will be awarded points using a pre-determined table which has been used to calculate test results.  

Skaters scoring the required number of points will automatically be able to apply to be credited with a test pass for an individual section of the competition or an overall pass which includes all sections of the competition.  
For example, a skater may pass the short programme and not pass the free skating programme but, would pass both sections if the overall total points accumulated reaches the overall test passing total  of the overall pre- determined number of points.  This formula also applies to Dance which includes the three sections.  Exact details of requirements will be made available at the seminars.

There will be no assessment of Synchronized tests during the NJS competitions.

Skaters may compete in more than one level and more than one discipline of NJS competitions but not at Championships.

Age restrictions for these competitions will be as per British Figure and Dance Championships 2005 and British Synchronized Championships 2006. (Details on the NISA website)

The September NJS competition will offer separate Synchronized Senior and Junior Short and Free programme events and the October Competition will require the usual combined Short and Free programmes.

Synchronized Novice teams can skate a free skating programme at the NIC and Dumfries NJS competitions.  

4 TEST ENTRY REQUIREMENTS FOR NJS COMPETITIONS 
4.1  PRIMARY, JUNIOR, SENIOR DANCE
Full level 6 standard tests as per entry to current Competitive Dance tests

4.2 JUNIOR, SENIOR SINGLES
Inter Silver Field Moves and one part Primary Competitive test

4.3 PRIMARY, JUNIOR SENIOR PAIRS
Either:
a) Both have Novice Pair Test as a pair or individually
b) One skater has Novice Pair Test and one skater has one part Primary  Competitive singles test or higher
c) Both skaters have one part Primary Competitive singles test or higher 

4.4 SYNCHRONIZED

5 2006 BRITISH SYNCHRONIZED CHAMPIONSHIP
There will be no individual test qualification or minimum NJS team score for entry into the 2006 British Synchronized Championships.

For International events teams will be assessed during the NJS competition and at the 2006 British Championships and any assignments will be awarded by the NISA Performance Directorate.
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
