NJS Dance competitions and tests 2005

Further to queries regarding the date of the first NJS competition and the practicability of completing OD and FD in time for the first event, the following information is given to reassure coaches and skaters that  programs should be completed using the previously announced criteria and any alterations should then be made  following clarifications announced after Worlds. Any clarifications will be made available on the NISA website as soon as published by ISU. The NJS competitions will be judged using all current criteria as at 1st July 2005 but it is accepted that this is an early stage in the season’s preparation for all skaters. 

OD and FD requirements are outlined in ISU Regulations  2004 page 29 onwards, ISU Communication 1260, 1274 and 1295.and 1288 for Primary (ISU Novice).  Clarifications will be published by the ISU that will affect the construction and evaluation of programs - so please look for the publication of ISU communications following the world championships.

 

Whilst constructing programmes for both Junior and Senior, we would like to make you aware of discussions regarding the details of the requirements that may be amended following open discussions that took place at ISU Grand Prix and Championship events this year.
 

A review of the way the calculation of the no hold step sequence is underway.  It is likely that there will be separate evaluation of the twizzles and the actual steps.  This is because the points value of a NH Step Sequence with Level 2 steps and Level 4 twizzles is the same as for one containing Level 3 steps and Level 4 twizzles.  The separation of the evaluation of these elements is most likely to be adopted.
 

There will only be one split allowed in the lift elements and it is intended to make upside down split lifts an illegal element as these are considered undignified.
 

The rhythms for the Latin OD have been specified but there may be a grouping of the rhythms into: Group 1 - Rhumba, Cha Cha Cha, Samba and Group 2 - Mambo, Marengue, Salsa. Only one rhythm from group 2 can be used and if used, this must be combined with 2 from Group 1.  This proposal has still to be fully clarified but, it would be inadvisable at this point, for coaches to select music that consists wholly of Group 2 rhythms.

 

It is also being discussed that the step sequences in the FD will be a free choice of two from midline, diagonal, circular (clockwise / counter clockwise) or serpentine (clockwise / counter clockwise).  Adjustments to the point value will be made for circular and serpentine step sequences that are mainly clockwise.

 

It was also discussed that there should be a reduction in the number of spin elements in the senior FD to one.

 

Please check the regulations very carefully to ensure that you are taking advantage, wherever possible, of all of the factors in elements that will give an increase in level.  These requirements are strictly adhered to in the competitive environment by the technical specialist and no leeway will be given if an element does not quite meet the requirement for a particular level.

 

If we become aware of any further proposed changes we will keep you informed.
