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NJS COMPETITIONS

Further to discussions with coaches and skaters at the first NJS Coach Seminar, it has been decided to rename them “NJS Assessment Events”.
It is hoped that this change will help to explain the functions of these events.  

Firstly, the July event will allow early season draft programs/CDs to be assessed in order that skaters and coaches can use the resulting feedback to progress their programs to the next stage.

Assessment in September and October is also available in order that programs evolve in advance of each individual skater/couple’s pre-determined competitive peak(s).

It is NOT expected that finalised programs are demonstrated in July and skaters are also reminded that as long as program content is correct it is NOT compulsory to change programs/music each season.

Secondly, skaters who do not already hold the required tests to enter the British Championships have the opportunity to obtain these.

Pass marks for these tests will be realistic.  It is proposed that they are worked on Scale of Values of elements regularly skated in competitive tests in previous seasons, a Base Grade of Execution and components of approximately 2.5 (Primary) 3.5 (Junior) 4.5 (Senior).

Individual Levels, G.O.E.s and Components will not be assessed separately.  Only the final score will determine a Pass/Retry result.

This will mean that the skater and coach make their decision as to how best to reach this target  which may mean a choice of different elements to those to be used later in the season for competition/Championship events.
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
