Programme Requirements IJS Events 2010/2011 


NISA PROGRAMME REQUIREMENTS FOR SEASON 2010/2011
Below are the programme requirements for Novice, Junior and Senior in Singles, Pairs, Ice Dance (couples) and Synchronised Skating for the season 2010/2011.

These requirements have been updated following ISU Congress in June, and the subsequent publication of Communications 1610, 1619, 1621and 1623 from the ISU.

All skaters are advised to read carefully the appropriate communication listed at the top of the relevant page where you will find further comprehensive details, as it is not possible to publish all of these details within this document.

We are advised that there may be further ISU changes to the Novice sections and that these will be published imminently.  However, at time of publishing this document the ISU have not released details of the changes.  
We ask that all skaters, parents, officials and coaches check the NISA website on a regular basis for further announcements which will be placed in the News section should any of these changes be implemented by NISA.

	Men (Max 2.50 mins)
a) Double or Triple Axel

b) One Triple or quadruple jump immediately preceded by connecting steps and/or other comparable free skating movements

c) One Jump combination consisting of a double and a triple jump, or two triple jumps, or a quadruple jump with a double or a triple jump(No repeat of a or b)

d) Flying spin (free choice – min 8 revolutions in position)

e) Sit or camel spin with only one change of foot (min. 6 revolutions on each foot)

f) Spin combination with all 3 basic positions (sit, camel, upright or any variation thereof) and with only one change of foot (min. 6 revolutions on each foot).  

g) A step sequence (straight line, circular or serpentine)

Note  -  The landing position of the flying spin (d) must be different to the position selected in the one position spin (e).

Only 2 jumps with 2 ½ or 3 revs can be repeated and if so should be in either a jump combination or in a jump sequence.

b) Maximum of  3 spins of a different nature, one of which must be a spin combination with OPTIONAL change of foot (min 10 revs in total) and one a flying spin with NO change of position and NO change of foot  (min 6 revs in total)  
c) Maximum of one (1) choreographic step sequence or one (1) choreographic spiral sequence consisting of at least 2 spiral positions of 3 secs or 1 spiral position of 6 secs.

	Ladies (3.00 mins +/- 10 secs)

a) Maximum 6 jump elements one of which must be an Axel jump and there may be up to 3 jump combinations or sequences.  Only 1 jump combination can contain 3 jumps.  A jump sequence can contain any no. of jumps, but only the 2 most difficult jumps will be counted.  Only 2 jumps with 2 ½ or 3 revs. can be repeated and if so should be in either a jump combination or in a jump sequence.

b) Maximum of  3 spins of a different nature, one of which must be a spin combination  with OPTIONAL change of foot (min 10 revs in total) and one a flying spin with NO change of position and NO change of foot (min 6 revs in total

c) Maximum of one (1) choreographic step  sequence or one (1) choreographic spiral sequence consisting of at least 2 spiral positions of 3 secs or 1 spiral position of 6 secs.

· Maximum 2 different throw jumps

· Maximum 1 solo jump 

· Maximum 1 jump combination or sequence

· Maximum 1 solo spin combination (min. 10 revs in total). 

· Maximum 1 pair spin combination (min. 8 revs in total).  

· Maximum 1 death spiral DIFFERENT FROM SHORT PROGRAMME
· Maximum 1 choreographic spiral sequence , consisting of a minimum of 1 spiral of 6 seconds or 2 spirals of 3 seconds each by both partners.

d) 1 solo spin, no change of foot, change of position optional (min 5. revs in position)

e) 1 pair spin, no change of foot, change of position optional (min. 5 revs in position)

f) 1 pivot figure (pivot position by man required – 1 rev. min. by man) **

g) 1 choreographic spiral sequence consisting of either 1 spiral position of 6 seconds or      2 spiral positions of 3 seconds by both partners.

	Free (3.30 mins+/- 10 secs)

The well balanced programme  MUST contain ONLY the following elements:

a) 2 different lifts (one must be from Group 3 or 4)

b) 1 twist lift 

c) 1  throw jump 

d) 1 solo jump 

e) 1 jump combination or sequence.  The jump combination may consist of only 2 jumps.  The jump sequence may consist of any number of jumps, but only the 2 most difficult jumps will be counted.

f) 1 solo spin or solo spin combination (min 5 revs in total)  

g) 1 pair spin or pair spin combination (min. 5 revs in total)  

h) 1 pivot figure without restrictions **

i) One step sequence (fully utilising ice surface) straight line, circular or serpentine  




** If a death spiral is executed, it is marked according to the ISU Technical Rules for Singles/Pairs 2008 and ISU Communication 2019.  In other case (pivot figures) the base value is established as 2.2 with the numerical values of + or – GOEs indicated in the Technical Rules for the death spiral. There are no levels.

	· Duration: 2 min 50 secs +/- 10 secs
The composition of the Short Dance in the season 2010/2011 will contain 5 required elements in total:

2 Required Elements in the Pattern Dance part    AND
3 Required Elements in the Creative part
PATTERN DANCE PART

The specified Pattern Dance to be skated is the Golden Waltz (61-63 measures of 3 beats per minute.
1 full sequence of the dance must be performed.

The sequence of the Golden Waltz is divided into two (2) sections (Section 1 = steps 1-22 and Section 2 = steps 23-47)  which will be considered as two (2) required elements.  Each section of the dance will have a base value.  The Golden Waltz may be skated anywhere in the Short Dance and it may be started EITHER with Section 1 (starting with step #1) followed by Section 2 OR with Section 2 (starting with step #23) followed by Section1 but in any case one full sequence of the dance must be performed.
No matter which section (1 or 2) of the Golden Waltz will be skated first, the dance must be skated with step number 1 on the right side opposite the judges.
CREATIVE DANCE PART
The choreography of the Creative Part may be to the same rhythm as the specified pattern Dance (Waltz) or to one or two of the rhythms chosen from the following rhythms:
Foxtrot, Quickstep, Tango

The following three (3) required elements must be included:

1.  One (1) Short Lift but no more than two (2)

A couple may choose to skate either one or two lifts but the first performed lift only will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  Any type of lift may be used for the second lift and it may be performed without any requirements for level of difficulty provided it does not exceed 6 seconds and is not illegal.  

2. One (1) Midline Not Touching Step Sequence (NOT Incorporating the Sequential Twizzles)

The not touching step sequence must incorporate mirror and/or matching footwork.  Both partners may cross each other’s tracing(s) and may switch from matching footwork to mirror and vice versa.  The partners should remain as close together as possible, but they must not touch.  The distance between the skaters should generally not be more than 2 arms length apart.
3. Creative Part – One (1) Set of Sequential Twizzles

The set of twizzles (2 twizzles skated simultaneously with up to one step between the twizzles) may be skated anywhere in the programme except in the non touching step sequence.

	The DANCE SPIN is not included in the list of required elements for the Short Dance in the season 2010/2011.  

Nevertheless, a spinning movement skated by the couple together in any hold around a common axis on one foot or two feet with any number of rotations is permitted.  A couple may choose to use this movement as part of their choreography.  The technical panel will ignore these movements and the judges will not consider these movements as the permitted stops.

The required elements in the Short Dance may be skated anywhere in the Creative part and may be used as “linking movements” between Creative and Pattern parts of the dance.  But only the first performed Required Element will be taken into consideration by the Technical Panel.
Any other dance elements suitable for the rhythm are permitted but the composition should be predominant with dance steps and turns.
Because the dance should be choreographed as an integrated programme, and not 2 separate parts, the pattern Dance part can be placed anywhere in the programme: the beginning, the middle or the end.  A dance that begins with the pattern Dance part, and then simply changes to the Creative part, will be considered choreographically inferior to a programme which integrates the 2 parts together in a seamless way.

	Duration: 4 min +/- 10 secs

Required Elements

1. Either 2 Short Lifts and 1 Long Lift or 4 Short  lifts:
· If the option with the Long Lift is chosen, each Short Lift must be of a different type and a chosen type of difficult pose for the lifted partner and a chosen type of difficult pose for the lifting partner is permitted in only one Short Lift or in one part of the Long Lift.  Change of Pose for the lifted partner may be used twice – in 2 different types of Short Lift or in one Short Lift and one part of the Long Lift or in 2 parts of the Long Lift.
· If the option with only Short Lifts is used, only 1 type of Short Lift may be repeated and a chosen type of difficult pose for the lifted partner and a chosen type of difficult position for the lifting partner is permitted in only 1 Short Lift.
       NOTE:  Up to 2 additional lifts( of up to 6 seconds each) without any requirements for the level are permitted (provided that they are not illegal) but only the first three (in option with 2 Short and 1 Long Lifts) or first four (in option with 4 Short Lifts)  performed lifts will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  The additional  2 lift(s) will be considered by the judges in marking the choreography.  However, if a sixth  or seventh lift is performed, it will be considered by the Technical Panel as an extra element.

2. 2 different step sequences (In Hold) – 1 selected from group A and 1 selected from group B as listed below:

           Group A - Straight Line Step Sequence

            a)   Midline:  skated along the full length of the centre (long) axis of the ice surface

            b)   Diagonal:  skated as fully corner to corner as possible         
           Group B - Curved Step Sequence (anticlockwise or clockwise)

            a)   Circular:  utilizing the full width of the ice surface on the short axis of the rink

            b)   Serpentine:  commences in either direction at the centre (long) axis at one end of the rink and progresses in three bold curves or in two bold curves (S-Shaped) and ends at       

                   the centre (long) axis of the opposite end of the rink: pattern utilizing the full width of the ice surface.

Either Step Sequence must be skated in dance holds or variations thereof except Hand-in-Hand hold in the sustained position with fully extended arms.  Any separation to change a  hold must not exceed one measure of music.  Lifts, jumps of more than ½ rotation, stops, dance spins, pirouettes, pattern retrogression and loops must not be included.

3. 1 Dance Spin (chosen from Spin or Combination Spin)
NOTE:  One additional Dance Spin (Spin or Combination Spin) is permitted but only the first performed Dance spin will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  This additional Dance Spin will be considered by the judges in marking the Choreography component.  If a third dance spin is performed it will be considered by the technical panel as an additional element.

            Combined Dance Spin and Lift:  Combined dance spin and lift are permitted but are to be counted as separate elements: i.e. as one of the permitted lifts and one dance spin.   
4. 1 set of Synchronized Twizzles

NOTE:  Additional set(s) of synchronised twizzles is/are also permitted but only the first performed set will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  Each additional set of synchronized Twizzles will be considered by the judges in marking the Choreography component.

The composition of the Short Dance in the season 2010/2011 will contain 5 required elements in total:


2 Required Elements in the Pattern Dance part    AND
3 Required Elements in the Creative part
PATTERN DANCE PART

The specified Pattern Dance to be skated is the Viennese Waltz (51-53 measures of 3 beats per minute.
2 full sequences of the dance must be performed.

The Viennese Waltz may be skated anywhere in the Short Dance but it must be started with step #1 and skated towards the judges (the step #1 of the dance must be skated on the left side from the judges’ position).  Two full sequences of the dance must be performed one after the other.
CREATIVE DANCE PART
The choreography of the Creative Part may be to the same rhythm as the specified pattern Dance (Waltz) or to one or two of the rhythms chosen from the following rhythms:

Foxtrot, Quickstep, Tango

The following three (3) required elements must be included:

1.  One (1) Short Lift but no more than two (2)

A couple may choose to skate either one or two lifts but the first performed lift only will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  Any type of lift may be used for the second lift and it may be performed without any requirements for level of difficulty provided it does not exceed 6 seconds and is not illegal.  

2. One (1) Midline Not Touching Step Sequence (NOT Incorporating the Sequential Twizzles)

The not touching step sequence must incorporate mirror and/or matching footwork.  Both partners may cross each other’s tracing(s) and may switch from matching footwork to mirror and vice versa.  The partners should remain as close together as possible, but they must not touch.  The distance between the skaters should generally not be more than 2 arms length apart.

3. Creative Part – One (1) Set of Sequential Twizzles

The set of twizzles (2 twizzles skated simultaneously with up to one step between the twizzles) may be skated anywhere in the programme except in the non touching step sequence.

	The DANCE SPIN is not included in the list of required elements for the Short Dance in the season 2010/2011.  

Nevertheless, a spinning movement skated by the couple together in any hold around a common axis on one foot or two feet with any number of rotations is permitted.  A couple may choose to use this movement as part of their choreography.  The technical panel will ignore these movements and the judges will not consider these movements as the permitted stops.

The required elements in the Short Dance may be skated anywhere in the Creative part and may be used as “linking movements” between Creative and Pattern parts of the dance.  But only the first performed Required Element will be taken into consideration by the Technical Panel.

Any other dance elements suitable for the rhythm are permitted but the composition should be predominant with dance steps and turns.

Because the dance should be choreographed as an integrated programme, and not 2 separate parts, the pattern Dance part can be placed anywhere in the programme: the beginning, the middle or the end.  A dance that begins with the pattern Dance part, and then simply changes to the Creative part, will be considered choreographically inferior to a programme which integrates the 2 parts together in a seamless way.

Required Elements

1. Either 1 Short Lifts and 1 Long Lift or 3 Short  lifts:
· If the option with the Long Lift is chosen, each Short Lift must be of a different type and a chosen type of difficult pose for the lifted partner and a chosen type of difficult pose for the lifting partner is permitted in only one Short Lift or in one part of the Long Lift.  Change of Pose for the lifted partner may be used twice – in 2 different types of Short Lift or in one Short Lift and one part of the Long Lift or in 2 parts of the Long Lift.

· If the option with only Short Lifts is used, only 1 type of Short Lift may be repeated and a chosen type of difficult pose for the lifted partner and a chosen type of difficult position for the lifting partner is permitted in only 1 Short Lift.

       NOTE:  1 additional lift( of up to 6 seconds each) without any requirements for the level is permitted (provided that they it is not illegal) but only the first two (in option with 1 Short and 1 Long Lifts) or first three (in option with 3 Short Lifts)  performed lifts will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  The additional 1 lift will be considered by the judges in marking the Choreography.  However, if a forth  or fifth lift is performed, it will be considered by the Technical Panel as an extra element.

2. 2 different step sequences (In Hold) – 1 selected from group A and 1 selected from group B as listed below:

           Group A - Straight Line Step Sequence

            a)   Midline:  skated along the full length of the centre (long) axis of the ice surface

            b)   Diagonal:  skated as fully corner to corner as possible         

           Group B - Curved Step Sequence (anticlockwise or clockwise)

            a)   Circular:  utilizing the full width of the ice surface on the short axis of the rink

            b)   Serpentine:  commences in either direction at the centre (long) axis at one end of the rink and progresses in three bold curves or in two bold curves (S-Shaped) and ends at  the centre (long) axis of the opposite end of the rink: pattern utilizing the full width of the ice surface.

Either Step Sequence must be skated in dance holds or variations thereof except Hand-in-Hand hold in the sustained position with fully extended arms.  Any separation to change a  hold must not exceed one measure of music.  Lifts, jumps of more than ½ rotation, stops, dance spins, pirouettes, pattern retrogression and loops must not be included.

3. 1 Dance Spin (chosen from Spin or Combination Spin)

NOTE:  One additional Dance Spin (Spin or Combination Spin) is permitted but only the first performed Dance spin will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  This additional Dance Spin will be considered by the judges in marking the Choreography component.  If a thied dance spin is performed it will be considered by the technical panel as an additional element.

            Combined Dance Spin and Lift:  Combined dance spin and lift are permitted but are to be counted as separate elements: i.e. as one of the permitted lifts and one dance spin.   

4. 1 set of Synchronized Twizzles

NOTE:  Additional set(s) of synchronised twizzles is/are also permitted but only the first performed set will be identified and considered in determining the level of difficulty.  Each additional set of synchronized Twizzles will be considered by the judges in marking the Choreography component.
